Complex examination of Doctoral School for Pharmaceutical Sciences for PhD students in
2 + 2 year doctoral training 
1. The complex examination will be held according to Chapter V of the Doctoral Program and Doctoral Degree Regulations 
2. PhD students of Doctoral School for Pharmaceutical Sciences can take the complex exam once a year between the 15th and 30th of June. The date of the examination will be published on the website of the Doctoral School. PhD students have to register for the exam by the 15th of May. The application form attached to this brochure must be completed and transmitted to the student office of the Faculty of Pharmacy. When applying, the candidate will give the topics/subjects chosen for the theoretical part. The application must be approved by the supervisor(s). 
3. To attend in the complex examination it is required to have at least 90 credits and to complete all compulsory theoretical courses. 
4. The complex exam is conducted publicly in front of a committee of three members. The chair of the examination committee is one of the professors of the Faculty of Pharmacy or a senior researcher from the Faculty with DSc degree. All members of the committee are scientifically qualified and one member will not be employed by the University of Szeged. The candidate's supervisor cannot be the member of the committee. 
5. The supervisor evaluates the candidate PhD student's work in writing on the evaluation form published on the Doctoral School’s website. The evaluation will be reviewed by the examination committee before the exam. 
6. The two subjects for the theoretical part of the complex exam can be selected from a list given by the Doctoral School. The candidates must choose 1-1 subjects from the following

In justified cases, the candidate may also request topics/subjects other than those from the previous table. In such cases, the exam can only be initiated with the approval of the Doctoral School Council. 
7. The dissertation part of the Complex Exam is a presentation presented by the PhD student, which contains the literature background, the objectives, the methods used and the results of the PhD student's research work. It should also reflect on the further plans. The presentation should contain the candidate’s publications related to the dissertation (published, accepted, submitted). The duration of the presentation is approx. 15 minutes. 
8. The members of the examination committee evaluate the theoretical and dissertation part of the exam separately on a scale of 0-5. The complex exam is successful if the majority of the members of the committee judges both parts of the exams successful, giving them at least 3 points and the average should also be at least 3. The results of the complex exam is a two-grade evaluation: passed or failed. 
9. A report containing a textual evaluation will be made from the complex exam. The results of the exam must be announced on the day of the exam. In case of failed exam, the PhD student may repeat the complex exam once during the same examination period.
