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Taking the outcome of a dialogue between the PhD/DLA students, their supervisors and the programme director into consideration, the specific topic of the dissertations shall be approved by the Doctoral School Council. The date of this approval shall not occur later than the end of the fourth examination period.
(Regulations Governing the Doctoral Training Programmes and the Awarding of the Doctoral Degree, Chapter IV. section 15.)

After a successful completion of the necessary credits, the PhD/DLA students shall obtain a completion of studies certificate. This certifies that the student has fulfilled all his doctoral training-related duties.
(Chapter IV. section 16.)

As the close of the training and research phase of the programme and a prerequisite for commencing the research and dissertation phase, a comprehensive examination shall be taken, which measures and assesses the candidate’s study and research progress.
(Chapter V. section 1.)



The following should be provided by the Student when submitting the dissertation:
- 6 copy of your thesis
- 10 copy of your summary of PhD thesis (only in English language)
- Declaration of own work (You declare that your PhD dissertation is based on your own research results. The student have to sign.)
- Program leader's statement (the student's dissertation meets the required formal and content aspects. Leader of the doctoral program have to sign it.).
- Supervisor statement (the student's dissertation meets the required formal and content aspects. Supervisor have to sign it.).
- Co-author statement about the use of scientific papers (The co-author declares, that the mentioned publications are the results of the research work of the PhD student and contributes to use them in his/her doctoral dissertation. In case of more publications, further separate co-author’s declaration is needed. The declaration should be signed by the co-author. If the co-author is a foreign person, the statement of the responsible author is sufficient.)

- List of publications (a list of your articles which you use in the thesis, with impact factor, Q1, D1 level, Klebelsberg Library of USZ or colleague of the institute responsible for library affairs have to sign it).
- After the PhD student submit the dissertation, the student have to upload the Thesis and the Summary of PhD Thesis in Repository of Dissertations (http://doktori.bibl.u-szeged.hu/).

Before the PhD defence (after receiving the comments of the Reviewers) the followings should be provided by the Student:
- Curriculum Vitae (the PhD Secretariat has to send it to the Defence Committee)
- Answers to the comments of the Reviewers 
All the above documents should be given to the PhD Secretariat.
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
